Finding Your Session Location

Arrive at the fi eld trip bus loading area 15 to 20 minutes before the scheduled 
departure time of your session. Once your bus leaves, there is no other way 
for you to get to your session.

Very 
limited shuttle bus service is provided by MSU buses labeled with bright green 
“4-H” signs. The shuttle route is shown on the map in the center of this guide. 
Shuttle buses will stop at each place designated on the map by a circled 
number. These are the only locations where you will be able to get on and off 
shuttle buses.
